Brasseries originally signified places where you could drink beer and find something to eat late at night. Today, a lot of cafés that serve lunch have the word “brasserie” on their awnings.

A bistro usually offers a more traditional menu selection of hearty French cuisine, with some good wines. You’ll find a chalkboard listing today’s fare, more intimate, and usually family-owned.
