General questions you should address in your oral presentation: 
Guideline for Part 1
A) If you are doing a monument or place
Show us where it is on the map on your poster.

1) Is it on the right bank or left bank of the Seine river?

2) When was it built?

3) How long did it take to build? If it took a long time, why?

4) Are there unusual architectural elements associated with your place or monument? Ex. The underground lake (Opéra de Paris Garnier) and the buttresses (Notre Dame de Paris). Explain their importance.

5) How is your building used today? What about in earlier times?

6) Describe the outside of your building. If you see statues, tell us what they are, the same for friezes and other interesting elements. How big is your building? Is it made of iron? Marble? Does it have a dome? You should have good pictures of the exterior on your poster.

7) If appropriate, describe the interior of  your building. Are there restaurants, museums, paintings, sculptures, famous chandeliers… Did anyone famous contribute their art to the interior? Ex. Marc Chagall at the Opéra Garnier. You should have several good pictures of the interior of your building.

8) Any other important historical facts about your building?

B) If you are doing many places: be prepared to answer these questions (above) about each of these places.
C) If you are doing Shopping in Paris
Shopping in Paris is a little different. You must talk about three places or areas. 

1) Les Galeries Lafayette. You can answer all the questions above about this place.

2) Le Marché aux Puces. Only do the most famous: The most famous flea market in Paris is the one at Porte de Clignancourt, officially called Les Puces de Saint-Ouen, but known to everyone as Les Puces (The Fleas) and answer the questions above when appropriate.
3) Les Maisons de couture. The Paris fashion district extends from the Faubourg Saint-Honoré, the Place Vendôme and the rue Royale to the rue Montaigne and the Champs- Elysées. It has all the top designer names in shopping: Dior, Versace, Hermes, Chanel, Jean-Paul Gaultier, Cartier, Gucci, Christian Lacroix, Hugo Boss and Louis Vuitton; making it an essential stop for the fashion-conscious shopper. Concentrate your research in this area, and answer the questions above when appropriate.
