Description:
This course develops your ability to get your point across and to comprehend the other in ordinary circumstances. There is an emphasis on correct pronunciation and self-expression, while grammar is deemphasized to the extent possible.
The pedagogy used in this class is called “global simulation” by which we mean that the class is thrown into a “situation”. In this case, we are shipwrecked on a deserted South Pacific island in which everyone plays a fictional role, and a community of survivors is formed. 
 The French language and collaboration amongst the participants allows us to develop an island society, which emerges little by little.
 We will set-up in lessons one and two. The global simulation will begin in lesson 3.
